SUNRISE OVER THE SEA OF GALILEE, WHERE YOU WILL ENJOY A 
RELAXING BOAT RIDE OFFERING TIME TO PONDER THE STORIES 
OF JESUS CALLING FISHERMEN TO FOLLOW HIM, PREACHING 
FROM A BOAT, AND CALMING THE STORMY WAVES.

This morning we will visit Tziporis, an 
important archeological site and Roman city 
where Joseph and Jesus worked as 
craftsmen. We continue to Nazareth, and 
see the archeology site under the Church of 
the Annunciation. After lunch, we go to 
Nazareth Village, an outdoor museum that 
depicts the daily life and business of 
Nazareth during the time of Jesus. [B,L$25,D] 

After a traditional breakfast spread on the 
rooftop of our hotel, Aviv will inspire us with 
a brief lecture, before he leads us on a 
walking tour of Jaffa. We learn of Peter 
raising Tabitha from the dead, Jonah, and 
the importance of Joppa as a trade town. [B]

- OCT. 7 —  CAESAREA & JEZREEL 
Ein Gev Hotel**** - Sea of Galilee

We coach to Caesarea Philippi and witness 
the dramatic landscape where Jesus called 
and gave authority to Peter to act in His 
name. We visit Abraham’s gate, and learn of 
the twelve tribes of Israel at Tel Dan. We visit 
a local olive orchard, enjoy a tour, and take 
time to explore fine olive oil products before 
we return to our hotel. [B,L$25,D]

- OCT. 8 —  TEL DAN & CAESAREA  PHILIPPI

- OCT. 9 —  NAZARETH & TZIPORISWe load our coach and drive to Caesarea, 
built by Herod the Great in honor of Caesar 
Augustus and we see the site where Paul was 
imprisoned before his journey to Rome. 
Lunch is in a Druze village restaurant.  
We continue to Mt. Carmel, for a birds eye 
view of the Jezreel Valley. We take time to 
read from scripture of Elijah, before we 
continue to the Sea of Galilee. We check into 
our hotel, freshen up, and enjoy a traditional 
dinner in the hotel restaurant. [B,L$20,D] 



 

 

- OCT. 13 —  BETHLEHEM                                      
Enjoy a traditional breakfast in our hotel.  
We load our coach and travel to Bethlehem, 
where we will see Shepherd’s Field and the 
traditional birth place of Jesus, which is 
located in a cave underneath the church of 
the Nativity. Lunch is served at a restaurant in 
Bethlehem. We visit a local olive 
woodworking factory, where you will have 
time for shopping. Afterwards, we will visit 
the palace that Herod built, and where he 
later was buried: the Herodium. We return to 
our hotel where dinner is served. [B,L$25,D]

We tour the Israeli Museum from 9 AM - 1 PM  
In the afternoon you will have free time to shop 
in the Holy City. Our hotel will assist with laundry 
while you walk through the narrow streets at your 
own pace and take-in the various sounds and 
smells. You might also want to explore the City of 
David excavation site, the Western Wall tunnels, 
or just rest-up at the hotel.  [B,D]

- OCT. 12  — JERUSALEM & MUSEUM 

- OCT. 14 —  JERUSALEM                    
  Today we will trace the footsteps of Jesus during 
his final days in Jerusalem. We begin with the 
Praetorium, where Jesus faced Pontius Pilatus. 
We walk with Jesus to the Garden Gate, which 
leads to Golgatha and the Garden of the Empty 
Tomb. We take time for lunch, and visit the 
Herodian Quarter, which offers insight to the 
corruption of the hight priest, and Sadducees, 
and their collusion with the Romans during the 
time of Jesus. We conclude our day at the hill 
of Calvary where we see 1st century tombs, and 
the most likely place for the crucifixion, burial 
and resurrection of Jesus the Christ. [B,D]

We begin our day at a hilltop that overlooks the 
Sea of Galilee, and where Jesus might have 
offered the Sermon on the Mount. We continue 
to Capernaum, the site of Peter’s home and 
where Jesus taught and ministered, we also see 
the remains of two ancient synagogues. After 
lunch, we visit Magdala, which is the newest, 
and perhaps most important first century 
archeological site. To conclude our day, we will 
enjoy a boat tour on the Sea of Galilee, where 
Pastor Jeff will conclude our day. [B,L$30,D]

We begin our day at the River Jordan, where 
we remember the baptism of our Lord. We 
continue to Megiddo, one of the most 
important and informative archeological 
excavations in Israel. Lunch is in Beit She’an 
before we drive through the Judean Desert, 
and ascend to Jerusalem where we will check-
in to the Gloria Hotel, located by the Jaffa 
Gate in the Christian Quarter. Pastor Jeff will 
lead us on a short orientation walk through the 
Christian Quarter before we retire for the 
evening. Breakfast and dinner is included 
every day throughout our stay in the Old City 
of Jerusalem.  [B,L$25,D]
